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Content of Lesson 
 

1) Knowledge: (Major concepts addressed in the lesson) 
 Students will know: 

- How to trace the letter “Ee” (both capital and lowercase) and how to write 
it independently (some students will need hand over hand help with this). 

- How to make their own chick, by gluing the pieces (eyes, beak, feet, and 
wings) to the pre-cut body. 

- How to be “good listeners” and distinguish the differences in sounds of 
similar objects. 

 
2) Skills: (What specific skills will be developed in this lesson?) 

- Use listening skills and follow directions. 
- The ability to recognize and produce the letter “Ee” on paper 
- The ability to create a chick with all the necessary parts (eyes, beak, 

wings, and feet) in the proper places (face, sides, and bottom respectively). 
 

3)  Instructional Objectives: (Performance activities addressed in the lesson) 
Students are already familiar with the letter “Ee”, Easter eggs, and chicks. They will use 
their knowledge of these Easter related objects in order to create two art projects. They 
will know how to trace the letter “Ee” and the word egg, and then produce it on their 
own. They will know how to make a chick with all of its body parts in the correct places. 
They will also use their listening skills in order to distinguish between the sounds that are 
made by 12 plastic Easter eggs. They will demonstrate this by completing the previously 
mentioned projects.

Process of the Lesson 

 
1. Anticipatory Set/Motivation: (What you will use and do to begin the lesson.) 
 I will recall student’s attention to either the stories that we read on Monday or 
 anything that has been done that morning with Easter eggs or chicks. I will ask 
 them if they remember what we learned about decorating eggs, and tell them that 
 we will be reading a rhyming story that is about decorated Easter eggs. 
 
2. Activities and Procedures: (Fully detailed including instructions for procedures) 

I will at this point read the story Happy Eater Eggs by Joan Holub. After I read 
the book, I will explain the three activities that I have for the students. The three 
activities are as follows: 
1. “Ee” Egg Worksheet 
 - The students will have two worksheets to complete. The first will have a 
picture of a cracked egg with a capital “E” on the top half and a lowercase “e” on 
the bottom half. At the bottom of the page the word “Egg” will be written. All of 
these letters are in an outline type of font so that the students can trace inside of 
the letters for practice. The second page will have the same egg picture, but no 
letters. The students will produce their own letter “Ee” on the egg and then write 
“Egg” under the picture. Students will then be able to decorate their eggs with 
stripes, polka dots, or any other colors that they recall from the story. 
2. Hand Chicks 
 - The students will be given an egg shaped yellow piece of construction 
paper that will serve as the body of their chick. They will also be given two 
orange legs, an orange beak made out of construction paper, and two google eyes. 
They will use these materials to make their chicks. Next, a helper will trace their 
hand on a piece of yellow construction paper. The helper will cut out two hands 
for each student. A helper will help the students with the glue needed to attach the 
feet, beak, and wings and with sticky backing to attach the eyes. The students will 
be able to decorate their chicks if they choose. 
3. Listening Eggs 
 - The students will have the opportunity to work with a helper and shake 
the eggs near their ear in order to listen for the differences in sounds. They will 
try to find two that sound alike. There are six egg pairs total. 
 

3. Closure: (Final Activity) 
 At the end of this lesson, students will have two completed projects, as well as 
 had time to “listen” to the eggs. 
 
4. Follow-Up/ Related Activities: (across the curriculum) 

 Students will have the opportunity to do other activities relating to the Easter 
 theme throughout the week. Later in the day, an activity was planned where 
 students will glue pictures sequencing the  hatching of a chick.  



 Activities could be completed related to counting with Easter themed objects, 
 eggs, chicks, bunnies, etc. Also, objects in those categories could be sorted by 
 colors or size. 
 

Facilitation of the Lesson 
 

1. Classroom Management: (What special changes and student discipline are  
necessary to implement this lesson?) 

 Students will need to sit in the area that we use for circle time while I read the 
 story and explain the activities. They will then be split into three groups by their 
 teacher. Each group will work on their assigned task until they are done and then 
 they will move on to another of the three stations. 
 
      2.   Materials: (What instructional materials and equipment are needed?) 

- Happy Easter Eggs by Joan Holub 
- Letter “Ee” Egg worksheet 
- Chicks: 

o Body and leg template 
o Yellow construction paper 
o Orange construction paper 
o Google eyes 
 Make an individual set of materials for each student before the 

lesson. Each student needs a body, two legs, two eyes, and a 
beak. They will also need tow hands traced on yellow 
construction paper which can be done during the activity. 

- Listening Eggs: 
o Permanent Marker 
o Hot glue gun 
o Easter basket for storage 
o 12 plastic eggs 
o 6 different small objects (sand, jelly beans, paper clips, small 

plastic cup, cotton balls, bell, etc.) 
 Place the six different objects in 6 of the plastic eggs. Repeat this 

process so that there is a pair of eggs for each object. Glue the 
eggs shut with the glue gun and write a number on the bottom of 
each egg for identification. It may be helpful to make a list of the 
number pairs in order to remember which eggs have the same 
objects for a quick check with students. 

 
3. Individualization/Diversity: (Provisions which will be made for diverse learners 

and/or special needs students.) 
 This particular preschool class has about 8 special needs students and 4 typical 
 students. The students with special needs are often given additional help by their 
 teacher, teacher aide, and other adult helpers in room. This ranges from help with 
 walking from station to station to hand over hand writing and gluing. 
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
